We've got a great century ride planned for this year,
which will again raise funds for the Loudoun County
chapter of the American Red Cross. We're now their
largest annual fund raiser! Our proceeds also benefit
local cycling organizations like Friends of the W&OD
Trail. The Club is working hard to make this the best
ride ever.

Our routes will be very similar to those of last year,
with a flat 30-miler, a hilly 62-miler, and our signa-
ture event - the challenging century ride. The Century
will have the usual "hilly" and "extra-hilly" options,
the latter featuring the infamous Taylorstown Road

climb! We do ask that those of you riding 100 miles
start by 9:00 AM.

Those of you who are pre-registered need only check
in quickly, grab an energy bar, and head out. On-site
registration will be efficient as well since we'll have
plenty of volunteers. Look for us throughout the event
- we'll be wearing T-shirts similar to yours but in a
different color, and will always be ready to help and
answer your questions.

Everyone who registers, whether online, via mail, or
on-site, will get T-shirts this year — so there's no con-
fusion. You can pick up your T-shirts after the ride at
the Reston Town Center Pavilion.

They’re easy to get to
(at the 7-Eleven at Crestview and W&OD Trail)
and have a no drop policy, so they’re ideal for
first-time riders in the Club. Our Sunday rides are
in-town during the winter, and alternate between
in-town and out-of town during the summer.
Check our wibsite for some nice rides coming up.

The Tuesday / Thursday rides are increasingly
popular — which is a good thing. Some riders,
however, in their eagerness to keep up with the
group, are taking some chances out there. The
Club is a positive force in the local community,
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promoting cycling and raising money for local
charities, but we risk damaging ourselves and
what we stand for if we show poor judgment on
the roads. There has been push-back from the lo-
cal community about cyclists violating traffic
laws and riding in an unsafe manner. Those of
you who do these rides are experienced riders,
and must take the responsibility yourselves to
monitor the situation. Please obey all traffic laws
on these rides, and remind those whom you see
riding carelessly to correct their behavior.

We’ve lined up several new sponsors for the Cen-
tury this year, and we’re well on schedule with
the planning. We’ve already got 100+ riders
signed up, and you can join them by registering
online via our web site. Remember, it’s simple
this year — you ALL get T-shirts! The Century
will have a new look this year, and as always will
support the American Red Cross and various lo-
cal cycling charities such as Friends of the
W&OD.
